Just a little new info to pass along to you undying and incredibly cool "Miracles" fans!

First off, an update on ABC: We've just heard from another insider over there, who let us know that the absolute best target is indeed Steve MacPherson, via:

TRIO SAYS "MIRACLES" STILL A QUESTION MARK... AND A CONTENDER

As you may have seen from our previous newsletters, we'd heard from Trio's VP of Acquisitions Kris Slava in late 2003 on the possibility of "Miracles" joining the TRIO schedule as part of its "Brilliant But Canceled" series.

Kris let us know that it would take TRIO months to work through their search process for 2004 and 2005, as TRIO had already bought all the shows they were going to air in 2003 and early 2004. But Kris did mention that "Miracles"' dedicated fanbase and critical acclaim made it a real contender for TRIO in the future, so we've kept tabs on this to see what might develop.

Now, in a recent update from Elma Cremin (Director Acquisitions, Trio Network), Elma let us know that, at the moment, Trio is "not planning on acquiring additional titles for the Brilliant But Cancelled franchise outside of the titles that we have already licensed for this year." She went on to let us know that, as yet, Trio doesn't know what their acquisition plans are for　2005, and won't know until later in 2004 -- but that they will contact us directly in the event that they do decide to pursue "Miracles".

However, Elma adds that "'Miracles'" is still on our list of potential titles for acquisition."
